Schedule

Students meet 2-3 times per week for band class. Because
we do not meet every day it is important to practice at home to
build upon and improve skills learned and to also build endurance
for playing long passages/songs.

Beginning Band meets every M, W, & F during 6™ block.
Cadet Band meets every M & W during 7™ block.

Eagle Band meets every M, W, & F during 5™ block.

Where do T store my instrument on band days?

Middle Village students may store their band instrument on
the shelves in the middle village hallway.

6-8 Village students may store their band instrument on the
shelves in the theater. Instruments are not to be left on the
floor, in the doorway, or at the top of the steps.

**On non-band days, Tuesday and Thursday, band instruments
should be at home for practice.
