Beginning Band Students

If you haven't signed up yet for beginning band, it's
not too late! Come to the instrument rental meeting
on Tuesday, August 23 at 6:30 p.m. in Mrs.
DeBruyn’'s classroom or give Mrs. Terhune a call.
Beginning band is open to any student in grades 4-8
wishing to learn how to play an instrument. We are
still looking for some flute, trombone, and clarinet
players. Percussion students will need to rent or
purchase a percussion kit, which includes a drum pad,
bell set, stand, and mallets and sticks. Beginning
Band students will use the Standards of Excellence
Book | (the red one). It can be purchased at this
meeting or at Marshall Music on S. Airport Rd.

You are also welcome to purchase or rent

instruments from other music stores in town if you
would like to. | encourage you to call me with any
questions regarding instrument purchases. | will be
happy to give guidance concerning which instrument
brands you should look for when purchasing a new or
used instrument. (I have preferences for certain
brands that provide superior tone, tuning, and ease of
playing.)
NEW FOR BEGINNING BAND STUDENTS! After the
informational meeting and after you rent an
instrument, we will have a short training session for
each instrument led by a variety of musicians. You
will learn how to put your instrument together correctly
and make your first sounds on your new instrument!
Bring your instrument and red Standards of
Excellence band book to this mini class!

**Even if you have your own instrument and do
not need to rent one from Marshall Music, you
should still attend this meeting so you can learn
how to put your instrument together and make
your first sounds. If you are unable to attend this
session, be sure to contact Mrs. Terhune and
arrange to meet and learn to play your first
sounds before school starts.

| recommend purchasing or renting a name
brand new or used instrument from a reputable
music store in town. Name brand instruments play
great and can be used and repaired for as long as
your child participates in school music programs.

Cadet Band Students

Cadet band students will be using the same
warm-up and method book as last year (the
red Standard of Excellence book). There is
no need to buy a new book this year.

Eagle Band Students

The Eagle Band will be using the Standards of
Excellence Book 2 (the Blue one) for their warm-up
and method book this year.

All students in Eagle Band need to purchase this
book for use at home and in class (unless you
already own it). This book can be purchased at
Marshall Music. The estimated cost is around $12.

Clarinets and Saxophones need to have reeds with them
for all classes (If you rent from Marshall Music at least one
should be provided with the instrument). New students
should start out on a size 2 reed. | recommend Mitchell
Lurie reeds for clarinet, and Rico Royal for saxophone.
Reeds can be better protected and will last longer when kept
in a reed guard. Reed guards are available at Marshall
Music and are highly recommended!!
